The Photographic Collection of the Bibliotheca Hertziana holds more than 787,000 photographs (including the Corpus Gernsheim, ca. 193.500 photographs) and ca. 123,000 negatives illustrating Italian art of all genres, ranging in date from late antiquity to the beginning of the 20th century. 
The electronic catalogue contains the inventory of about 200.000 photographs of approximately 148.000 objects. They include all acquisitions from 1995 onwards – when electronic cataloguing was started - , and entries for ca. 30.000 digital images: scans from our own negatives (including bequests), digital photographic campaigns from 2003 onwards, and digital images from other institutions and photographers. The latter are protected by copyright and can only be accessed via the intranet.
